What is your response to what Jesus did? 

What can we learn about Jesus when we consider that He even washed Judas’ feet that night?  

What do you think Jesus specifically wanted the disciples to learn from His example?  

What insights does John 13:3 give us for why Jesus was able to serve the disciples?
